Syllable (3TsaTsT) : A syllable is a word or part of a
word which can be uttered by a single effort of voice. It is
a unit of pronunciation consisting of a vowel alone or of
a vowel with one or more consonants. A vowel is the
nucleus and a consonant is a marginal element in the
syllable. A consonant can be either at the beginning or at
the end of a syllable.

A consonant at the beginning of a syllable is called a
releasing consonant and a consonant at the end of a syllable
is called an arresting consonant. In the word sick, there is
one syllable and two marginal elements i.e.,/s/ a releasing
consonant and /k/ an arresting consonant around a nucleus
/i/ which is a vowel. It is possible to have a cluster of
consonants before and/or after the nucleus, e.g. school/
sku:I/, we have a cluster of two consonants /s/ and /k/
which is the first marginal element.
