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Modal Auxiliaries

IMPORTANT RULES

Augxiliaries which help to express such conceptions of
the mind are called Modal Auxiliaries. They are also called
coloured Auxiliaries, because they are coloured by the
speaker’s feelings (hopes, expectations, etc.) They help to
express the Subjunctive and Imperative Moods.
Sometimes Modal Auxiliaries are used to express simple
futurity, without any hint of personal feeling :

Idioms and phrases are recognized through experience.
They catch the spirit of the special situation and they
enrich a language. Thus in order to have a native’s
command over English, it is necessary to understand
idioms.

The Oxford Dictionary of Current Idiomatic English
defines an idiom by calling it, “A combination of two

or more words which function as a unit of meaning
as opposed to non-idiomatic expressions which are
made of distinct meaningful parts”. Thus often, the
unit of meaning is different from what the words
actually suggest.

For example, the expression ‘wet blanket’ does not
mean that the blanket is wet, but it means a person
who is a kill joy or who interferes with the joys of
others. Similarly ‘the apple of discord’ does not
imply any apple, but it means ‘a cause of quarrel’.
Thus an idiom is a group of two or more words which
means something different from the meanings of the
words it is made up.

AN ACQUAINTANCE WITH LITERARY DEVICES

(FIGURES OF SPEECH)

Figures of speech are departures from the direct way
of speaking. A figure of speech is used to produce a greater
effect on the reader or the listener. Figures of speech are
chiefly used in poetry for the sake of vividness. They are
also used in prose especially in public speeches to give
effect or beauty to what is said. Thus figures of speech
increase the beauty and effectiveness of language.

1. Alliteration (3fo[UIT)

This consists in the repetition of the same letter or
syllable at the beginning of two or more words.
e.g. (1) Full fathom five thy father lies.
(2) The loveliest lady in the Illian land (Troy)
was Helen.

2. Hyperbole (3ifciorifad)

Hyperbole is a greatly exaggerated statement, used
mainly for effect, but not intended to be taken literally.
Hyperbole is a figure of speech in which statements
are exaggerated or extravagant.
e.g. (1) He would draw the stage with tears.
(2) For one smile from Helen I would barter ten
thousand years of anguish.

3. Simile (3UdI)

A simile is a figure in which a comparison is made
between two objects of different kinds, which have at least

one point of resemblance.

In a simile words ‘like’, ‘as’ or ‘so” are, always used.

Note : There are two essential elements in a simile.

(a) First, the two objects or events compared must
be different in kind.

(b) Secondly, the point of resemblance between the
two different objects compared must be clearly
stated, so a simile is always introduced, by such
words as, ‘like’, ‘as’, ‘so’ etc.

Note : Comparison between objects of the same kind
is not a simile but a simple comparison.

e.g. The girl sang like her sister. (Comparison)

(because the objects compared are of the same

kind (both person).

The girl sang like a nightingale. (Simile)

(because the objects compared are of different kind
(one person and the other bird).

4. Metaphor (oUd®b)

Metaphor is a figure of speech in which there is
comparison of one thing (object) with another without the
words ‘like’ or ‘as’. The resemblance is implied.
< A metaphor is a figure of speech used for transferring

the quality of one object to another without the use of

comparisons.
